What is this Donation Program? 

If you no longer need or want your vehicle, 

RV, trailer, motorcycle, jet ski, bus, snow-

mobile or farm equipment, simply call 845-

629-7300 and a representative will assist 

with removing your vehicle and making a 

donation to the OCVFA! 

Commonly asked questions and  

answers! 

Q—my vehicle doesn’t run. Do you still 
want it?  

A— YES, most car donations are ac-
cepted (a few exceptions)! 

Q—Will I receive a tax deduction? 

A—IRS allows you to claim a tax de-
duction of the value up to $500 or the 
amount your car is sold for if over $500. 

Q—What if I don’t have my title? 

A—call to discuss, sometimes you can 
still donate. 

Q—Will my car be junked or used for 
parts? 

A—it depends on the condition and 
other variables.  In any case the 
OCVFA benefits and you receive a tax 
deductible receipt. 

Q—do I have to be home when you 
pick up the car? 

A—No just clean it out of all personal 
belongings and leave the keys and title 
under the dashboard. 

Q—Is there any expense involved on 
my part? 

A—No, there is absolutely no charge to 
you. 

Q—How long will it take to have my 
car picked up? 

A—Average pickup time is usually 24-
48 hours from initial contact 

Q—What if my car didn’t pass the 
emission test? 

A—DONATE IT!
